Suggested Music: The typical animal humane society psa music playing in the background, mostly somber violin and soft piano to add onto the tonal direction of the psa. 
Suggested Location: Shot inside a local humane society and the streets around it for driving purposes. 
Suggested Sound Effects: Car door shuts, footsteps, heavy breathing through nose, over exaggerated heartbeat, dogs barking, whimpering. /

DOG LOOKS AROUND, VERY SCARED.

MS BEHIND 2 DRIVERS AND DOG LEADING INTO A DOORWAY.

FOLLOW INTO DOORWAY LEADING INTO BACK OF SHELTER WHERE THERE ARE LOTS OF CAGES WITH BARKING DOGS LUNGING TOWARDS THE FRONT OF THE CAGES.
